The Pre-AP framework includes
opportunities to address these discrete skills
within broader learning objectives such as LO
3.3A, "Compose or revise language to ensure
sentences are grammatically correct and that
their internal structures provide clarity.”

\/ Similarly, South Carolina standards RI.4.2 and
RL.4.2 require students to read grade-level texts
orally with fluency. This is not directly addressed
in the Pre-AP English High School Course
Framework, but there are ample opportunities to
address this skill in the Pre-AP English 2 course.

Beyond alignments to the course framework, it is also important for educators to turn to the Pre-AP Shared Principles
and Pre-AP English Areas of Focus to understand the full picture of alignment between Pre-AP English 2 and the South
Carolina College- and Career-Ready Standards for English Language Arts. The shared principles and areas of focus
represent the Pre-AP approach to teaching and learning, and these principles deeply address skill development and
disciplinary practices that cannot be easily captured within a standards crosswalk. In summary, there are ample
opportunities for teachers to address the South Carolina College- and Career-Ready Standards for English
Language Arts with confidence throughout this course.
