Overview: Texts take center stage in Pre-AP® English Language Arts, inspiring and preparing all
students for close, critical reading. This workshop addresses the areas of focus within an English
classroom: reading closely, valuing evidence, and noticing language choice. Through engagement
with close-reading protocols, participants will explore how these areas of focus help the reader to
observe the small details within a text in order to arrive at a deeper understanding of the whole.
Outcomes:

e  Explore Pre-AP English shared principles, areas of focus, and model lessons emphasizing deep
observation and analysis of texts through language choices.

e Apply Pre-AP instructional routines to classroom texts to enhance readiness.

Key Ideas:
e  All students are capable of rigorous grade-level work with complex texts and tasks.
e Observing the small details of a text helps the reader arrive at a deeper understanding of the whole.
